Our camp out this year will be
held on Little Lukey’s
Convenience Store property
which is on Rte.

BENEFIT RIDE

September 15" is the Club’s
benefit ATV ride with all
proceeds helping the Defiance
Fire Dept. to buy a rescue ATV.
The unit will be used when there
are ATV related accidents or
ilinesses on the Club’s trails and
also would help with other off-
road calls, including getting to
anglers who need assistance
along the Salmon River.

The cost for a benefit rider is $10.
each. The ride will originate at
the Defiance Fire Dept. building
in Altmar. Sign up begins at 9
AM and runs until 11 AM.
After sign up each rider you

will draw the best of five cards
out of seven to begin the ride.
The ride consists of over 45
round trip miles of trails and 11
stops. Fat Nancy’s, Ponderosa,
Wilson’s Grocery or Richland
Hotel, Orwell Diner, Altmar
Hotel, Little Lukey’s and the
Salmon River Inn are some of
the stops. A card can be picked
up at each stop. All riders must
return to the fire barn by 5 PM.

The one and only prize is 4 -
Goodyear ATV tires or
$250 cash.
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There will be two check points
during the ride. At these check
points water, etc. will be available
from the local firemen. Gas will
be available at Little Lukey’s in
Altmar and at Fat Nancy’s in
Pulaski.

Upon finishing the ride there will
be a chicken BBQ available at the
Defiance Fire Dept. building.

The public is invited to attend the
chicken BBQ. The BBQ will run
from noon on and is open to the
public. The firemen will also
have hot dogs and hamburgers
with salads and salt potatoes
available for sale.
