Each mile of trail 
follows the guidelines of the 
NYS Vehicle and Traffic laws 
and NO trail will be developed 
in a wet land area.  The DEC 
needs to know that all ATV 
enthusiasts are concerned with 
the DEC closing these trails.   
 
It’s up to you NOW to help this 
club and let the DEC know how 
you feel.  On a separate sheet
